(International Safety Equipment Association) 121 – 2018 
is a standard that consists of design, testing, performance 
and labelling requirements for tool tethering systems and 
containers used to transport, secure and position tools and 
equipment at heights.

The 121 standard gives workers guidance for best practice 
on what equipment to use when implementing a tethering 
program. How to implement a program, and assistance in 
doing so will be provided by your safety expert.
